· Listening: Preferably on a daily basis, watch CCTV News (English edition) and listen to news programs such as VOA, BBC, and CNN. 

· Speaking: You should frequently take notes on what you have heard on TV or radio and report back in a language that is as close to the original (but still in your own words! PARAPHRASING). 

· Reading: You should also on a daily basis, read English publications (online is okay, but try to read print at least once a week) such as China Daily, NYT, The Economist, TIME, Newsweek. Of course you will not have time to read all the stories from the front page to the last page, but you should at least read the first paragraphs of most stories. 

· Writing: In order to have something to write about, you should constantly be on the lookout for things, events, and people around you that are new and newsworthy. A news reporter never watches the clock; rather, he or she lives around a cycle of four C’s. Conceive, Collect, Construct, and Correct.
