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1. Search on the web to find what journalists think of their profession and what a day in the life of a journalist is like. Imagine how you would spend a day if you became a reporter. 

2. Look around and ask acquaintances “What’s new?” Find as many ideas for news stories as you can. Write these ideas down in your notebook. Each idea may just take a few words, but write enough to remind you of what the idea is when you go over your notes. You should in fact do this every week and become used to reacting in the following way: “Hey, I should write a story about it.”

I do not expect that you have well-written responses to both tasks, but Task 1 does require that you jot down, write down a few main points. Task 2 obviously requires writing, but as stated, a few words, or enough to remind you of your ideas.
